1. The above standalone annual financial results have been extracted from the audited standalone financial statements and have been 
reviewed by the Audit Committee and approved by the Board of Directors at their respective meetings held on May 28, 2024. The 
Statutory Auditors of the Company have expr sed an unmodified audit opinion on these standalone annual financial results. 

2. Figures for the quarters ended March 31, 2024 and March 31, 2023 are the resu!ta.nt balancing figures between standalone audited 
figures in respect of the full financial year and the published unaudited year to date figures upto the third quarter of the relevant 
financial years, which were subject to limited review. 

3. These standalone financial re ults have been prepared in conformity with the recognition and measurement principles laid down in 
the applicable Indian Accounting Standards ('Ind AS') speci fied under Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 ('the Act'), read with 
the Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules, 2015, and other accounting principles generally accepted in India and in 
compliance with the presentation and discio ure requirements of Regulation 33 of the SEBI (Listing Obligations and Disclosure 
Requirements) Regulation, 2015 (as amended). 

4. The Company operates predominantly within a single reportable business segment "Polymer Process ing" and mainly in a single 
geographic segment i.e. India (as per Ind AS 108 - "Segment reporting"). There are no separate reportable businesses or other 
geogra phic segments. 

5. Despite marginally higher sales volumes, turnover for the year at INR 46541 .10 lacs was 8.9% lower than previous year (INR 51 097.03 
lacs), inter-alia refiecting the net impact of (a) discontinuation of toll manufacture of packaging films after completing transfer of 
erstwh ile unit; (b) softer raw material price levels direcUy affecting revenue as a result of con equent adjustments in product pricing. 

6. a) In accordance with earlier approval of shareholders and following e ercise of the option on payment of the balance 75% (INR 
9372 .60 lacs) payable on wanrants, the Company, on July 9,2023, issued and allotted to Malabar India Fund Limited (a) 16,40,000 
equ ity shares of INR 10 each fully paid -up at a premium of INR 752 per equity share; and (b) 8,20,000 equity shares of INR 10 each 
as fully paid -up bonus shares in the ratio of one equity share for every two of the said equity shares. 
b) Pursuant to the special resolution passed at the Extraordinary General Meeting held on January 16, 2024, and relevant regu latory 
provisions, the Company issued and allotted on January 29, 2024, by way of preferential allotment, 14,35,750 warrants at a price of 
INR 975 each, each warrant carrying a right upon being fully paid up within a period of 18 months from date of allotment to sub cribe 
to one equity share of face value INR 10 of the Company (inCluding premium of INR 965 each). In terms of the offer documents, the 
issue proceeds may be utilised for Capital expenditure for expansion of capacity, including upgradation of the existing facilities, 
Working Capital of the Company and its subsidiary and for other general corporate purposes As on March 31, 2024, unutili ed portion 
of the net proceeds were temporari ly parlcedfinvested in bank depo its. (Allotment money -INR 4899.50 lakhs, being 35% of the total 
warrant price was received in January 2024.) 
c) The Company issued and allotted 13.62.397 equity shares of face value INR 10 each by way of Qualified Institutions Placement 
('QIP') to elig ible buyers at a price of INR 1101 per equity shares (including a premium of INR 1091 per equity share) aggreg ating to 
INR 149.99 99 lacs on February 29, 2024, in accordance with SEBI (Issue of Capital and Disclo ure Requirements) Regulations, 
2018. Expen es incurred in rela tion to the QIP amounting INR 553.42 la have been adju ted from Securi ties Premium Account. In 
terms of the offer documents, the issue proceeds may be utili ed for capital expenditure, repayment of outstanding borrowings, 
working capital, ERP implementation and for other general corporate purpo . As on March 31, 2024, unutili ed portion of the net 
proceeds were temporari ly parked/invested in bank deposits . 

7. On October 13, 2023 the Company acquired 26% of the issued equity share capita l of TP Mercury Limited (a special purpo_e vehicle 
for sourcing of solar power through open access for the Company's Ranjangaon Unit under the Group Captive Scheme) for INR 
135.75 lacs pursuant to the Share Punehase Agreement da ted September 13, 2023 with Tata Power Renewable Energy Limrted and 
TP Mercury Limited 

8. Consortium lenders had retained a right to recompen e for net present value loss that may have arisen on rescheduling of term loans 
(without sacrifice) effective April 1, 2016. During the year ended March 31, 2024, con ortium banks e enei ed their right to 
recompen e, notwithstanding the prepayment of out tanding loans in the previous year, and a sum of INR 202.00 lakhs was 
demanded and paid during the year. Th is payment has been di closed as an exceptional item. 

9. Dividend of INR 2 (Rupees Two only) per equity share of face value INR 10 each for the financial year ended March 31,2023, was 
approved by shareholders at Annual General Meeting held August 10, 2023 and was paid on August 22,2023. Further, the Board of 
Directors has recommended for approval by Members at the ensuing Annual General Meeting a dividend of.INR 2 (Rupees Two only) 
per fully paid-up equity share of INR 10 each for the financial year ended March 31, 2024. 

10. Previous period's figures have been regrouped/reclass ified wherever necessary to carre pond with the current period's 
classificaoon/disclo ure. The impact of such reg rouping/reclassification are not material to standalone financial results.

3. These consolidated financial resu lts have been prepared in conformity with the recogni tion and measurement principles laid down in 
the applicable Indian Accounting Standards ('Ind AS') specified under Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 ('the Acf), rea d with 
the Compa nies (Indian AccounUng Standards) Rules, 2015, and other accounting principles generally accepted in India and in 
compliance with the pre en tation and disclo ure requiremen ts of Regula tion 33 of the SEBI (LisUng Obligations and Discio ure 
Requirements) Regulation, 2015 (as amended). 

4. The consolidated financial results include the resu lts of the Holding Company "Xpro India Limi ted" and its wholly owned su bsidiary 
"Xpro Global Limited" together referred to as the "Group". 

5. The group operates predominantly within a single reportable business segment "Polymer Processing" and mainly in a single 
geographic segment i.e. India (as per Ind AS 108 - "Segment reporting"). There are no separate reportable businesses or other 
geographic segments. 

6. Despite marg inally higher sales volumes, consolidated tumover for the year at INR 46541.10 lacs was 8.9% lower than previous year 
(INR 51 097.03 la ), inter-alia reflecting the net impact of (a) discontinuation of toll manufacture of packag ing films after completing 
trans fer of erstwhile unit; (b) softer raw material price levels direcUy affecting revenue as a result of con equent adjustments in product 
pricing. 

7. a) In accordance with earlier approval of shareholders of the Holding Company and following e ercise of the opUon on payment of 
the balance 75% (INR 9372.60 lacs) payable on wa mants, the Holding Company, on July 9, 2023, issued and allotted to Malabar 
India Fund Limited (a) 16,40,000 equity shares of INR 10 each fully paid-up at a premium of INR 752 per equity share; and (b) 
8.20.000 equity shares of INR 10 each as fully paid-up bonus shares in the ratio of one equity share for every two of the said equity 
shares. 
b) Pursuant to the special r olu tion passed at the Extraoroinary General Meeting held on January 16, 2024, and relevant regulatory 
provisions, the Holding Company issued and allotted on January 29, 2024, by way of preferen tial allotment, 14,35,750 wamants at a 
price of INR 975 each, each wamant carrying a right upon being fully paid up within a period of 18 months from date of allotment to 
sub cribe to one equity share of face value INR 10 of the Holding Company (including premium of INR 965 each). In terms of the 
offer documents, the issue proceeds may be utili ed for Capital expenditure for expansion of capacity, including upgradauon of the 
existing faci li ties, Working Capital of the Holding Company and its subsidiary and for other general corporate purposes.

8. On October 13, 2023 the Holding Company acquired 26% of the issued equity share capital ofTP Mercury Limited (a special purp ose 
veh icle for sourCing of solar power through open access for the Ranjangaon Unit of the Holding Company under the Group Captive 
Scheme) for INR 135.75 lacs pursuant to the Share Purchase Agreement dated September 13, 2023 with Tata Power Renewable 
Energy Limited and TP Mercu ry Limited. 

9. Consortium lenders had reta ined a right to recompense for net present value loss that may have arisen on re cheduling of term loans 
(without sacrifice) effective April 1, 2016. During the year ended March 31 , 2024, consortium banks exercised their right to 
recompense. notwithstanding the prepayment of ou tstanding loans in the previous year, and a sum of INR 202 .00 lakhs was 
demanded and paid during the year. This payment has been disclo ad as an exceptional item. 

10. Dividend of INR 2 (Rupees Two only) per equity share of face value INR 10 each for the financial year ended March 31, 2023, was 
approved by shareholders at Annual General Meeting held August 10, 2023 and was paid on August 22, 2023. Further, the Board of 
Directors of the Holding Company has recommended for approval by Members at the ensuing Annual General MeeUng a dividend of 
INR 2 (Rupees Two only) per fully paid-up equity share of INR 10 each for the financial year ended March 31 , 2024. 

11. Previous period's figures have been regrouped/reclassified wherever necessary to corre pond with the current period's 
classtfica tion/disclo ure. The impact of such regrouping/reclassification are not material to consolidated financial results.
